Vienna (13th July 2017). – Vienna is excellent and that too in many respects. Good accessibility, many cultural offerings, professional high quality hotels and other tourist service providers, security as well as stability. These are all perfect conditions for a congress destination. This is also confirmed by the current ICCA statistics. Based on the 186 international congresses held in 2016, the International Congress and Convention Association “ICCA” ranks Vienna as world’s number 2 – right behind Paris but even before Barcelona and Berlin. The Vienna Tourist Board (Wien Tourismus) estimates the total value generated by the Viennese congress business at EUR 1.072 billion, thus securing around 20,000 all-year workplaces.

International top level security concept

In order to maintain this success story we are continuously investing - in infrastructure, e.g. technical IT upgrades and barrier-free accessibility, as well as security. The most recent project is a security concept for Messe Wien, which Reed Exhibitions is currently working on together with the security experts of the Provincial Police Directorate Vienna and other security authorities.

Conclusive and professional security concepts for a venue, especially for international congresses, are a must even in the application phase.
